e Loading zones - 30 minutes with flashers

¢ Designated official visitor spaces — up to 2
hour parking permits may be obtained at
guard stations/kiosks.

e Some spaces are available in surface lots
after 5:45 p.m. unless otherwise designated
by signs. Caution: Read signs carefully

( Other Transportation )

Permitted motorcycles, motor scooters,
mopeds, and motor-assisted bicycles may
park in Class “M” spaces only at specific
entrances on campus.

( Visitors with Disabilities )

All state issued placards or license plates to
those with disabilities are honored on this
campus. However,a University Class “D”
permit must be hung on the rearview mirror
stem and be highly visible from the front of the
vehicle. Between 7:30 a.m.and 4:00 p.m
visitors with disabilities are required to obtain
a temporary University “D” Permit at any
guard station/kiosk when entering the
UT campus before parking in designated “D”
spaces weekdays.
